Neil M. Hawkins, Ph.D., Dist. M.ASCE was formally in-
ducted at the Celebration of Leaders Luncheon on October
20, 2011 in Memphis, during the 141st Annual Civil Engi-
neering Conference. (See photo, page 8.)

Dr. Hawkins has advanced civil engineering by develop-
ing innovative code provisions for structural concrete in
the ASCE/SEI 7 Standard, the ACI 318 Building Code, the
NEHRP Seismic Regulations and the AASHTO-LRFD
Bridge Design Specifications. He is a pioneer in attempting
to understand shear behavior in reinforced concrete struc-
tures, including bridges, and more recently the seismic
behavior of precast concrete structures. He published one
of the first state-of-the-art reports on seismic resistance of
precast concrete structures. This work led him to organiz-
ing a U.S-Japan program to test large scale precast con-
crete buildings under simulated seismic loading, the re-
sults of which led to the successful use of precast concrete
buildings on the West Coast of the United States.

Through his research, Dr. Hawkins developed shear de-
sign provisions for shear in prestressed members of nor-
mal strength concrete that became part of the ACI Build-
ing Code and the AASHTO Standard Bridge Specifica-
tions. In the ensuing 40 years his research work on shear
was frequently cited in the ACI Code and in 2001 he was

studies, the 2006 and 2007 AASHTO Bridge specifications
for shear design of prestressed members were extensively
revised.

Dr. Hawkins currently serves on several standards writing
committees, including ACI 318 and the Building Seismic
Safety Council/International Code Council Subcommittee
on Seismic Resistant Design of Reinforced Concrete.

Dr. Hawkins spent many years on the faculty at the Uni-
versity of Washington in Seattle, including a long term as
Chair of Civil Engineering. He then spent 10 years on the
faculty at the University of lllinois at Urbana -Champaign
including a period as Head of Civil Engineering. He is
highly regarded as a teacher and an academic administra-
tor, whose students are now at work all over the world.
